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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION

e Tools Required For Assembling the Bike: One Crossing Wrench and Allen Wrench,
provided by manufacturer.

e NOTE: Itis strongly recommended that two or more people assemble this bike to
avoid possible injury.

STEP-1

A.) Attach the Front Stabilizer (#2) and Rear Stabilizer (#3) to the Main Frame (#1).

Secure it with two M10 x %2”Allen Bolts (#28), two & %5 Lock Washers (#29), and two
@ %4” Curved Washers (#30).

Note: The Stabilizers can be adjusted (by twisting the leveler adjustor #37) to
ensure the bike is stable.
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STEP 2
A.) Insert the Seat Support Frame (#4) into the Main Frame and install a Lock knob (#16)
into the Main Frame to secure the Seat Support Frame at the desired height.
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STEP 3
A.) Insert the Seat Support (#5) into the Seat Support Frame and lock in with Lock
Knob (#15) at the desired position.
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STEP 4
A.) Install the Seat (#9) onto the Seat Support.
B.) Tighten the hex nuts with the provided Multi-Wrench.
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STEP 5
A.) Insert the Handlebar Support (#7) into the Main Frame. Install a Lock Knob (#16)
and lock the Handlebar Support into a desired height.
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STEP 6

A.)Install the Handlebar (#8) onto the Handlebar Support and secure with four Allen
Bolts M8 x #5” (#31), four & 2" Lock Washers (#35) and four @':" Flat Washers
(#38).
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STEP 7
A.) Install the Bluetooth Sensor (#21) by inserting and locking in the Bluetooth
Sensor unit into the sensor holder on the Left Crank (#32L).
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STEP 8
A.) Install the pedals in the below fashion:
a. Part #33L will be threaded onto Part #32L in a COUNTER-CLOCK
direction.
b. Part #33R will be threaded onto Part #32R in a CLOCKWISE direction.

c. Installing the Water Bottle Holder (#17) using two Pan Head Philips Self-
Tapping Screws (#39).

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CARE, MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE

1. Inspect and tighten all parts each time you use the bike. Replace any worn parts
immediately.

2. The bike can be cleaned using a damp cloth and mild non-abrasive detergent. Do not use
solvents.

3. Store the bike IN-DOOR. Excess moisture and water would cause rust on the frame.

4. The Bike shall be placed at least 24 inches away from the wall or/and any other object such
as furniture to provide safe access to and passage around the bike.

5. To avoid possible injury, the help of two or more people are needed when moving the bike
around.

6. Disposal Instructions — The equipment can be safely disassembled and disposed without
unreasonable hazards. Call your local recycle agency regarding details of recycling.

7. The maximum user weight is 300 Ibs.

8. Assembled Dimension: 45” x 20” x 45.5”

OPERATING NOTES

ADJUSTMENT

1. Use the Tension/Brake Knob (#10) to adjust the resistance for exercises.

2. The seat height adjustment is in approximately 1.5” increment.
*The seat height can be adjusted for multiple heights; ranging from 35” to 41”.

3. Loosen and pull out the Lock Knob (#16). Slide the Seat Support Frame/ Handle Bar
support to the desired height and lock at the position by fastening the Lock Knob

4. Loosen and pull out the seat Lock Knob (#5). Slide the Seat Support to the desired
position and lock at the position by fastening the seat Lock Knob.

Stopping the Exercise
1. Press down the Tension/Brake Knob (#10) to stop the fly wheel. ONLY when
the flywheel has stopped, will it be safe to remove feet from pedals.
2. DO NOT stop pedaling: doing so could result in serious injury.
3. DO NOT attempt to stop the Fly Wheel by hands, feet or any other device not
indicated in this instruction.

TRANSPORT

The Bike has a pair Roller Wheels on Front Stabilizer.
To move, carefully tilt the cycle forward, and then roll.

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EXERCISE GUIDELINES

Using your Bike will provide you with several benefits, it will improve your physical fitness, tone
muscle and in conjunction with calorie controlled diet help you lose weight.

1. The Warm Up Phase
This stage helps get the blood flowing around the body and the muscles working properly. It will
also reduce the risk of cramp and muscle injury. It is advisable to do a few stretching exercises

as shown below. Each stretch should be held for approximately 30 seconds, do not force or jerk
your muscles into a stretch - if it hurts, STOP.

INNER THIGH

2. The Exercise Phase

This is the stage where you put the effort in. After regular use, the muscles in your legs will
become more flexible. Work to your targeted heart rate but it is very important to maintain a
steady tempo throughout. The rate of work should be sufficient to raise your heartbeat into the
target zone shown on the graph below.

This stage should last for a minimum of 12 minutes though most people start at about
15-20 minutes
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3. The Cool Down Phase

This stage is to let your Cardio-vascular System and muscles wind down. This is a repeat of the
warm up exercise e.g. reduce your tempo, continue for approximately 5 minutes. The stretching
exercises should now be repeated, again remembering not to force or jerk your muscles into the
stretch.

As you get fitter you may need to train longer and harder. It is advisable to train at least three
times a week, and if possible space your workouts evenly throughout the week.

MUSCLE TONING

To tone muscle while on your bike you will need to have the resistance set quite high. This will
put more strain on our leg muscles and may mean you cannot train for as long as you would
like. If you are also trying to improve your fitness you need to alter your training program. You
should train as normal during the warm up and cool down phases, but towards the end of the
exercise phase you should increase resistance making your legs work harder. You will have to
reduce your speed to keep your heart rate in the target zone.

WEIGHT LOSS

The important factor here is the amount of effort you put in. The harder and longer you
work the more calories you will burn. Effectively this is the same as if you were training
to improve your fitness, the difference is the goal.
