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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION

e Tools Required for Assembling the Machine: One Crossing Wrench and Allen Wrench,
provided by manufacturer.

e NOTE: Itis strongly recommended that two or more people assemble this machine to
avoid possible injury.

STEP-1
® Attach the front stabilizer (3) to the main frame (1). Secure using two carriage bolts (2), two flat
washers (6) and two domed nuts (7).
® Insert the computer wire (16) through computer support tube (29), then attach the computer
support tube (29) to the main frame (1). Secure using 2 Allen bolts (24), 2 curved washers (8)
from the back side. Tighten the 2 sets of Allen bolt (24), flat washer (24) from lateral side.

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STEP-2

® Connect the computer wire (16) to the back of the computer (9). Attach the computer (9) to
computer support tube (29) and tighten with four screws (12) which are

pre-assembled on the back of computer.
® Attach the slide rail (26) to the main frame (1). Secure using one hex head bolt (20), one flat

washer (6), one aircraft nut (52).

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STEP-3

Slide the seat (11) onto the slide rail (26). Attach two collars (22) to the back of the slide rail (26)
and securing with two Allen bolts (23).

Attach the end caps (5L & 5R) to the back of the slide rail (26).

Attach the rear support tube (28) to back of the slide rail (26). Secure using four Allen bolts (24)
and four flat washers (25).

Remove two self-tapping screws (59) from the decorative cover (69) and secure the decorative
cover to the rear support tube (28) by using these two screws (59).

Unfold the slide rail (26).

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STEP-4

® Remove the two screws (27) and two self-tapping screws (59) from main frame.

® Attach the bottle holder (55) & decorative covers (13L/R) to the main frame (1). Secure using
four the self-tapping screws (45) which are pre-assembled on the left decorative cover. Then
tighten the two screws (27) and two self-tapping screws (59).

® Tighten the knob (53) to the joint of main frame. Noted: Thread it on clockwise.

STEP-5

® Attach the pedal support tube w/pedals (17) to the main frame (1). Secure using two carriage
bolts (19), two flat washers (25) and two domed nuts (34).

AUTO START / STOP

When exercise starts, the monitor will automatically turn on and display the progress. When

exercise stops, the monitor will automatically turn off after 4 minutes to save energy.

MODE-

1. Press “MODE” key, will automatically scan Time, Speed, Count, Calories, and ODO for every 4
seconds.

2. When Computer is in Scan mode, press “MODE” key to select Time, Count, or Calories
function.

SET-

Press SET key to set the targeted exercises value of Time, Count, and Calories.

RESET-

Press RESET key to reset Time, Count, or Calories value to zero.

DISPLAY:

Time Display the elapsed time. Max value is up to 99:59

Count Display the cumulated rows during current rowing exercise session.

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EXERCISE GUIDELINES

Using your MAGNETIC ROWER will provide you with several benefits, it will improve your physical
fitness, tone muscle and in conjunction with calorie-controlled diet help you lose weight.

1. The Warm Up Phase

This stage helps get the blood flowing around the body and the muscles working properly. It will
also reduce the risk of cramp and muscle injury. It is advisable to do a few stretching exercises as
shown below. Each stretch should be held for approximately 30 seconds, do not force or jerk your
muscles into a stretch - if it hurts, STOP.

2. The Exercise Phase

This is the stage where you put the effort in. After regular use, the muscles in your legs will
become more flexible. Work to your targeted heart rate but it is very important to maintain a
steady tempo throughout. The rate of work should be sufficient to raise your heartbeat into the
target zone shown on the graph below.

This stage should last for a minimum of 12 minutes though most people start at about 15-20
minutes
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3. The Cool Down Phase

This stage is to let your Cardio-vascular System and muscles wind down. This is a repeat of the
warm up exercise e.g. reduce your tempo, continue for approximately 5 minutes. The stretching
exercises should now be repeated, again remembering not to force or jerk your muscles into the
stretch.

As you get fitter you may need to train longer and harder. It is advisable to train at least three times
a week, and if possible space your workouts evenly throughout the week.

MUSCLE TONING

To tone muscle while on your MAGNETIC ROWER you will need to have the resistance set quite
high. This will put more strain on our leg muscles and may mean you cannot train for as long as
you would like. If you are also trying to improve your fithess you need to alter your training
program. You should train as normal during the warm up and cool down phases, but towards the
end of the exercise phase you should increase resistance making your legs work harder. You will
have to reduce your speed to keep your heart rate in the target zone.

WEIGHT LOSS

The important factor here is the amount of effort you put in. The harder and longer you work
the more calories you will burn. Effectively this is the same as if you were training to
improve your fitness, the difference is the goal.
